ESC Freestyle Key Committee Meeting June 24th 2000

1. Present: Chris Bowes, Wendy Bowes, Martin Carr, Gerda Cousins, Gillian Harrison, Quin Morgan, Mike Smith

2. The minutes of the previous meeting were approved.

3. Acro Development - see below

At the ANGLO-Scottish championships in Nevis in April of this year, although there were only 3 Acro competitors, the snow offered them a wonderful opportunity and the fog and cloud gave the judges a real challenge.  They were forced to run after each skier as they passed so that the last few tricks of the routine were seen. An excellent competition, which produced much interest from the public skiers who, witnessed the whole thing.

At the Inter-club competition in Sheffield in April we had competitors in all age ranges. This was also the last competition for the league 1999/2000 and once again Scaamoogs won the club shield with Vicky Snape taking the individual overall winner for the season.   This award is for commitment and results and well deserved.   Vicky had only just recovered from a bad car smash which had put her in hospital with a damaged cervical bone.

The next Acro competition was in May at Rossendale at the 3 regions and North of England Freestyle Championships, where our skiers achieved excellent scores.   Vanessa Barnes entered every race she could and impressed everyone.   Owain Davies came first with one of his very best runs, Leigh Paley came second beating Vanessa by just 0.1 of a point.   The pair's routines, as always, were delightful with Anna and Vanessa carrying off the very prestigious pair's trophy.    Owain also took the 'TOP GUN' (male) trophy.

A very special Acro routine is to be performed tomorrow at Sheffield during the 10-year celebration of Sharks day.    This routine if for 6 skiers and has been choreographed by Owain and Leigh, with music chosen by Vanessa.     It will be the first of its kind, to my knowledge, to be performed in the UK.

We have 2 new Acro skiers at Sheffield who are really working hard and enjoying their skiing.

Owain, Leigh and Vicky are being groomed to be the next generation of Acro coaches and are very well placed to take advantage of the new Artificial Slope Freestyle Performance Coach Award which has just been approved by ESC.

Have made contact with Tina Spillman in Switzerland, who is spearheading the Acro revival from grassroots, following the suspension of Acro at world cup level.

I intend to contact both her and Julia Smart with a view to progressing Owain's Acro, if we can find appropriate time slots

4. Moguls Development - Steve Fenton not present - no report available. The details of the Anglo Scottish comp was mentioned.

5. Aerials Development - Sarah is proposing to do another water ramp coaches course on 22-23 July and a coaching clinic on August 26th.

6. Instructor training - Mike reported that the Kendal course was an ideal slope. The moguls coaching course was reported to be well done. We have concerns about the way some members were failed on the course. It is a coaches course, not a performers course.

7. The Star award cards for Aerials and Acro was circulated - more work is required with regard to the moguls one.

Freestyle Coaching Awards 

· We will need to run top up courses (Central theme, Judging & First Aid.) 

· Sarah is keen to run another Water Ramp Supervisors & Aerials Coaches course on July 22 & 23. 

· I think we ought to pay coaches say £100 for running these courses but perhaps the committee could give some guidance. (Committee we would not pay a fee to tutors but will fund all expenses incurred by tutors including food and accommodation as appropriate) 

· We will need also to run an Aerials & Moguls Judges course for aspirant Coaches.

· Booking system now in place and working well.

Coaching Licenses

· We need to set up a system for processing applications for Coaches licenses. (If it's through ESC office it has to be very simple or else they will get confused.)

· Perhaps we need to have a similar one for Judges & TDs.

ESC Coaches Conference

· We have been invited to make a presentation at the Coaches Conference

· Possibly this will extend us into Regional coaches conferences.

Four Year Plan

· For the first time ever we have  been invited to put in our contribution to the ESC Four Year Plan.  Our submission was included in it's entirety. CB has a copy if anybody wants to see it.  

· Our target this year is to increase the number of Freestyle Coaches and subsequently for them to assist our aim to increase numbers.  This is why we are subsidising them this year and CB is trying to get to each of the courses to lay down the principle that it's not just a certificate hunting exercise.

· We are also aiming to improve our squad snow results during the year.

· The plan includes a sneaky version of an equal opportunities policy which includes the wording that there should be equal treatment of all disciplines.

Kendal

· We have run two development sessions there and have received a positive response.  I've had discussions with them and they are receptive to the concept of creating a Freestyle club offering Acro, Moguls & Big Air on site.  I don't think they'll need too much persuasion to come over to Sheffield for Water Ramping.

Sports Aid Foundation

· We received a batch of application forms via ESC office.  These were distributed to the squad and have been processed and forwarded to ESC Office for onward transmission.  They are targeting 12 - 18 year olds.

Snowboarding

· CB was invited to meet with some of the technical bods from Snowboarding.  

· We are exploring the possibilities for running some events jointly but although we have worked out some possible  mechanisms their structure (especially re judging) is not compatible to having a totally joint structure but we could run a parallel event.
